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The deterioration in mental health of people seeking asylum in Australia has become a national concern and a professional 
dilemma for health workers, allied health workers, community workers and other human service professionals. 

Developed by the University of South Australia (UniSA), this training in suicide prevention is specific to asylum seekers and 
refugees in the ‘fast track’ assessment caseload.
